We have already told about
many different actions imple-
mented by Pasvik Reserve and its
partners within the framework of
ABCG Heritage project.

Norwegian experts from Finn-
mark County administration and
Svanhovd Environment Centre
carried out a technical and ecolog-
ical expertise of the objects avail-
able on the island.
